Dangerous Waste Training Requirements

Waste Generator:
Trained in the proper waste handling duties relevant to their duties.  These would include:  waste designation; container selection and labeling; satellite accumulation storage procedures; Personal protective equipment; Hazard Communications; emergency procedures; waste reporting and record keeping.

90-Day Waste Storage Area Coordinator:
Trained in the proper waste handling duties relevant to their duties.  These would include:  waste collection procedures; chemical hazards and incompatibilities (Hazard Communications); storage area procedures; storage area inspections; personal protective equipment; emergency procedures; record keeping.

Emergency Coordinator:
Trained in the proper waste handling duties relevant to their duties.  These would include:  Hazard Communications; container management procedures; storage area procedures; emergency in the event of a fire, explosion, spill or other release.

Location Waste Coordinator:
Trained in the proper waste handling duties relevant to their duties.  These would include:  waste designation; container selection and labeling; satellite accumulation storage procedures; waste reporting and record keeping; 90-day storage area procedures; Hazard Communications; personal protective equipment; container management procedures; storage area procedures; emergency in the event of a fire, explosion, spill or other release; WSU hazardous waste procedures; U.S. DOT HM-181 Hazardous Materials Transportation regulations.
