Emergency and Spill Procedures

1.)  Hazardous Waste Emergency Coordinator:  (names of persons) are individuals assigned at all times on the premises or on-call with the responsibility of coordinating the following measures:


a.)  In the event of a fire, call the fire department (911) or, if appropriate, attempt to extinguish the fire using a fire extinguisher.


b.)  In the event of a spill, contain the flow of dangerous waste to the extent possible and as soon as practicable, coordinate the cleanup of the spill and contaminated materials.  Contact Environmental Health and Safety representative to report the spill and receive assistance for spill response. c.)  In the event of a fire, explosion, or other release which could threaten human health outside the campus or if have knowledge that the spill has reached sanitary sewer or storm water system drains or the surface waters of the state, immediate notification to WSU Environmental Health and Safety who will assist in the notification of the Washington Department of Ecology and the National Response Center. 4.)  In the event of a chemical spill, contact the Emergency Coordinator immediately.  Response and cleanup activities will be assessed based on level of training and equipment available.  

Spills that fall within the definition of “small spills” and the person directly responsible for the spilled material has been trained in small spill cleanup may be cleaned up by that person once the spill has been reported.  If the person directly responsible for the spill is not trained or present, the response to the spill will be determined by the Emergency Coordinator and EHS.  Specific training is required to respond to such a situation.

Spills that are not defined as small will be handled by an option selected by the Emergency Coordinator and EHS.  This may include EHS personnel, local spill response agency, or the state spill response contractor coordinated through EHS.
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
