PICOL DATABASE NOW FREE
The Pesticide Information Center On-Line (PICOL) Tolerance and Label Databases are now available free of charge. The label database contains searchable information on crop, pest, active ingredient, product name, type of pesticide, formulation, application method, toxicity warning word, EPA number, Special Local Needs number, and whether a ground water warning statement is on the label. Washington and Oregon registered labels, both commercial and homeowner, are in the label database in a coded format; the labels are NOT scanned so some information such as rates/acres, plantback restrictions, grazing restrictions, tank mixing instructions, etc. are not listed. The database is to be used as a guide for determining which labels you need to read in order to locate one for the specific use intended. The tolerance database contains listings of pesticide tolerances for crops grown in the Pacific Northwest. Both databases have moved from a previous URL, so we recommend setting your bookmarks for the main PICOL page at http://picol.cahe.wsu.edu and clicking the section on databases to access the database of choice. A new sign-in page has been added to help us determine whom the bulk of our users are and what are their interests.
